I, Cori Biggs, am writing regarding my father, Jerry W. Biggs, JR.  He has spent over 11 years in prison, for a crime he did not commit. I know this because I am considered one of the victims in his case. The other victim is my oldest brother, Christian W. Biggs. The charges consist of 2 counts of child molestation and 2 counts of aggravated child molestation. All charges combined he has the total of 85 years in prison. 

My brother and I both have stood by his innocence. I did testify in court, but not against my father. I sat upon the witness stand and never once stated that my father harmed me in any physical or emotional way. I told the truth at 6 years old and I have never turned my back on that. As you see he was still convicted of the charges on me. Now that I'm not a minor, I have just recently turned 18 years old, I have the capability to reach out and let the truth be known.  I, recently emailed letters to the Governor, the District Attorneys Office of Cobb County, the Clemency Board, and the Parole Board. I haven't even seen as much as a reply. It seems as if nobody will help without new evidence, but me and my brother are the evidence and as it seems my word or his is not good enough. The Georgia Innocence Project has taken on his case, but there are no funds for non-DNA cases and they work on his case when they can.  

This all started after my mom and dad were getting a divorce. My father stated in the divorce paper that he did not want his children left alone with my uncle, my mother's brother, Daniel J. Murphy, JR. My mother left him alone with us kids anyway and my father stated he would file for custody of the kids. The accusations of abuse were brought up only a couple of weeks later.

My father was only trying to protect his children. Protect us from my uncle because my mother had told him of the inappropriate ways he had touched her when they were younger. As soon as my father was sentenced with these charges and sent to prison, of course, we were left alone with my uncle. In the end, my father was correct. Daniel Murphy did molest my little sister and me. He was sentenced to only a few years in jail because he admitted to this. As of my father, he was trying to protect us and is now sitting in Telfair State Prison because he would not plead guilty to something he did not do. Now my sister and I both have to live with the mortifying images everyday of what happened when our father was torn out of our lives. This situation has torn apart my emotional well-being as well as my life. All this because my father was trying to protect his children.

The only reason my father was sent to prison is because my brother. He knew what was expected of him, he did testify against my dad but a little over a year later he knew what he did was wrong and he wanted to fix it. He went back to court without my mothers consent to do this and recanted his testimony. He has stood by our fathers innocence ever since. He has gone so far to take a polygraph to prove he lied in court and is telling the truth now but still no one will listen. As you come to the closing of this paragraph, please remember the fact that this is a summary of this story. Only a little explanation of what's going on.

There is something wrong with our justice system when a person that is considered a victim is not heard. Everyone just turns their heads the other way knowing that all of this is wrong. There are two people that are considered a victim in my father’s case and both have said that nothing ever happened. We were only children when all of this started but we both know what happened and what did not happen. My father never harmed us. My father was good to us. 
We were kids caught in the middle of a very bad situation and now we are no longer under anyone’s control and can tell the truth. Why is it when you tell the truth no one will listen or do anything but when you are pushed to tell lies then everyone wants to hear it? 

I am asking you for your help to fix all of this. A man has spent over 11 years in prison because he wanted to protect his kids and the Judicial system has failed us kids. We were molested and mistreated but no one cares about any of that. The one man that would not have allowed any of this to happen has been taken away from us. The one man who loved us and would have taken care of us and protected us is sitting in Telfair State Prison and could not be there for his kids. Now I am asking you to help bring that man home. To give me back my father. To allow some of the pain that I have gone through to start to heal by having him back in my life. 

I am asking you if you would be willing to work with me and my family in this case.  I just turned 18 years old a few weeks ago and I do not have a lot of money so I have been looking into probono work.  By what I understand my father only has less than a year to file a habeas.  I am asking for your help.  Any feedback from you I would highly appreciate. I haven't and won't give up hope on bringing my dad home, but I need people to listen and fight for what's right. To prevent this from happening to any other family. Thank you for your time, it's definitely appreciated.
